1. No purchase is necessary. 
 
2. Must be at least 18 years of age in order to participate and win. 
 
3. All contests are open to the general public nationwide, except for employees, agents, 
subsidiaries and affiliates of WBMQ/News Talk 630, other participating Cumulus 
stations, Cumulus Broadcasting, Inc., participating sponsors, their immediate families, 
household members and all other radio industry employees. Listeners cannot qualify to 
win on more than one Cumulus Owned station at a time. To be eligible listeners must 
have a working telephone number; both, when qualifying, and at the time they are 
selected as a prize winner. Individuals with disconnected phone numbers that have 
been changed without a forwarding phone number will be bypassed during the random 
winner selection process.  
 
4. An individual may win an on-going contest only once per 30 day period unless 
otherwise specifically stated. An individual may win other seasonal or one-time contests 
only once for the duration of the contest. 

5. The drawing will take place at a party (locations, date and time still to be determined). 
All qualifiers must be present to win the grand prize. The Market level Winner's name 
will be announced on the air. 
  
6. In the event of a tie, the winner will be determined by random drawing or another 
means deemed appropriate by Cumulus Broadcasting, Inc. The Cumulus Broadcasting 
representative conducting the contest will determine all winners; their decisions and 
interpretations of these rules shall be final. 

 
7. All State, Local, Federal and or other taxes, duties, tariffs, title fees, licensing fees, or 
other fees for prizes awarded become the sole responsibility of the winner. All those 
who win a prize / prizes valued at over $600 will be issued an IRS form 1099 to report 
their winnings.
